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This report aims to provide |lessons learned for countries drawing on
the case study of Cambodia's experience in advocating for strong
Sub-Decree on health warnings and challenges faced in putting in
place effective tobacco control policy. Documentation of this valuable
gxperience was aimed to support progressive policy development in
ASEAN countries and is part of Southeast Asia Tobacco Control
Alliance (SEATCA)'s effort in advancing World Health Organization
Framework Convention on Tobacco Control (WHO FCTC) in the
region.
